Articulation to Nursing (RN)

Applicants for the ASN Program Bridge Track must have a valid, current
Florida LPN license or Paramedic certification. Students accepted

into this program receive 17 articulated hours based on licensure or
certification.

Civic Literacy Requirement

As per the amended Florida Rule 6A-10.02413, prior to the award of a
specialized associate in arts transfer degree, associate in arts, associate
in science, or baccalaureate degree, LSSC students under the 2022-2023
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Catalog and thereafter must demonstrate competency in civic literacy
through one of the following options prior to graduation:

+ successfully passing POS 2041 American National
Government or AMH 2020 U.S. History Since 1877, or AMH 2010
U.S. History to 1877 (beginning Fall 2024 forward), or AMS 2010
Civil Discourse and the American Political Order and achieving a
60% or higher on the Florida Civic Literacy Exam , or

+ successfully passing a prescribed assessment:
+ AP Government & Politics Test: United States (passing
score of 3), or

+ AP U.S. History Test (passing score of 4), or
+ CLEP. American Government (passing score of 50)
+ CLEP History of the United States | (passing score of 50)
