DEVELOPMENTAL COURSES

Placement into Developmental Courses

Students may place directly into college-level courses, or they may
need to begin their studies in developmental courses in one or more of
the areas of English, reading, and mathematics. The State of Florida
mandates successful completion (grades of A, B, or C) of all required
developmental coursework for non-exempt students pursuing any
degree or certificate and prior to award of the degree or certificate. It is
recommended that all required developmental courses be completed
by the time the student has completed twelve (12) hours of college-
credit coursework. Students who are required to take developmental
courses in more than one subject are also strongly recommended to
complete SLS 1122 Strategies for Student Success.

Developmental courses are designated with a course number beginning
in 00 (ENC 0022 Foundations of Communications, MAT 0014 Math
Fundamentals, MAT 0055 Developmental Math | Modules). Grades
earned in these courses are not figured into grade point average (GPA)
calculations, and the credit hours for developmental courses do not count
toward a degree or certificate.
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
